tasks
Ensures construction equipment and tools are cleaned and stored properly after use
Responsible for compiling construction materials lists, collecting materials and delivery to the
project site

e Unlock and lock jobsites to ensure work is protected

e Inspects material to ensure it has been loaded correctly and is secure, and reviews shipping
documents to verify all information is accurate

e Inspects truck equipment and supplies such as tires, lights, brakes, gas, oil, water and all
fluids and performs pre and post trip inspections
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e Responsible for the condition of the company vehicle. Keeps truck clean and in good working
order. Responsible for maintenance schedule (oil change, brakes checketc.)
Collects, codes and submits all dump tickets toaccounting
